Configuring RDS for Windows XP
October 2007



The Remote Dial-in Service (RDS) at RMIT allows both students and staff to browse addresses in the RMIT domain (.rmit.edu.au) from off campus locations in the Melbourne metropolitan area.

This configuration manual assumes that you have permission to use the RMIT RDS.

If you are a staff member and already have a Novell (NDS) account, then you will automatically have an RMIT RDS account set up for you. Students who also have an NDS account can use this service.

To log in to the system, you will need to use your staff or student number followed by your NDS password.

This document contains step-by-step instructions on how to set up your computer system in order to use the RMIT RDS.

To enable successful access to RMIT RDS your system must first be configured.

This configuration process involves two steps:

Step One

Define the RMIT RDS to your computer

Step Two

Configure your Web browser for use with the RMIT RDS
Step One

Define the RMIT RDS to your computer

To open the Control Panel:

1. Select Start in your task bar

2. Follow the menu path Settings > Control Panel
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The Control Panel dialogue box displays.
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3. Select Network and Internet Connections

The Network and Internet Connections dialogue box displays.

4. Select Create a connection to the network at your workplace

To create a new connection using the connection wizard:

1.
Click Next button
The New Connection Wizard, Network Connection dialogue box displays.
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2. Select Dial-up connection radio button network connection type

To configure the Internet Explorer web browser :

1.
Follow the menu path Tools > Internet Options.
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The Internet Options dialogue box displays.

Select the Connections tab
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3. Highlight the RMIT connection in the Dial-up and Virtual Private Network settings field

4. Click Settings button

The RMIT Settings dialogue box displays.

Deselect Automatically detect settings checkbox

Select Use a proxy server for this connection checkbox
